Oreo Pizza

If you need something for a teen party, a 
dessert pizza or for dinner tonight, 

try this one.

INGREDIENTS:
21 ozs reduced fat brownie mix 
1 1/2 c Reduced Fat Oreo®cookie crumbs 
1 c miniature marshmallows 
1/4 c walnuts -- chopped 
1/4 c Reeses©s Pieces®peanut butter candy

PREPARATION:
Preheat oven to 350, Prepare a 14" pizza 
pan with cooking spray; set aside. Prepare 
brownie mix batter according to package 
directions; stir in cookie crumbs. Spread 
batter in prepared pan. Bake for 18 minutes 
or until done.
Sprinkle marshmallows over top of hot 
brownie. Bake for 3 minutes more or until 
marshmallows are lightly browned. Sprinkle 
with nuts and candy, pressing lightly into 
softened marshmallows. Eat while still warm!

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Looking for something fun to do with your kids that you©ll enjoy as much as they will? What about 
fishing? A day out on the water is a perfect way to spend quality time with your kids in the great 
outdoors. Just remember that the number one goal isn©t necessarily catching fish, but spending time 
together. To guarantee a fun time for everyone, remember:

* Let the kids have their say in how the day goes. Involve them in the decision-making process of 
the trip. For example, ask them what time they think you need to leave, and what kind of food and 
drink to take. Make them feel like it©s really their trip.

* As much as you may be itching to join the kids, leave your rod and reels at home. That way you 
can focus exclusively on them.

* Let the kids pick the fishing spot and choose when and where to cast. Sure, it©s okay to offer 
advice, but let them have the final say.

* Don’t target fish that are tough to catch on their first outing. Most kids would much rather catch a 
lot of fish rather than one big one.

* Bream, crappie, and blue gill are perfect to target on a child©s first fishing excursion.
* Try fishing with live bait rather than lures. This keeps the kids from having to throw numerous 

casts just to catch a fish. Put a live minnow on the hook and the kids will be mesmerized just 
watching the bobber as it swims around in circles. Plus, the live bait will offer some entertainment 
when fishing is slow. Younger kids usually love to open the bait bucket and watch the bait swim. 
Don©t get angry or upset--join them!
